PLEASE NOTE:

Snack Guidelines

ALL snacks brought to preschool
must be either whole fruits or snacks
that are commercially pre-packaged in
factory sealed containers. Homemade
snacks are not acceptable.

Preschool is discouraging carrots and
grapes for snack due to the potential risk
of choking. Although they are a highly
nutritious snack option, we are concerned
with the risk of choking and the timely
preparation they require for serving.

Preschool remains a “Nut Free Zone.
Children who are allergic to nuts and nut
products, such as peanut butter can have
allergic reactions that may be severe and
even life threatening so we are requesting
that NO snacks containing peanuts, any
kind of nuts, nut oil or peanut butter are
allowed in preschool.

We appreciate your cooperation in
keeping Preschool a safe environment for
ALL the children.
